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GOVERNANCE RESTRUCTURING

ASCE is in the process of restructuring the organization of the
Society. This restructuring will result in a smaller Board of
Direction, alternative paths to service and the creation of a
Regional Board of Governors. The new structure will benefit
the local sections by improving communications with the
Society’s national officers. As part of the restructuring, the
existing Districts throughout ASCE will be reorganized into
Regions. The Central Pennsylvania Section is currently part of
District 4 along with the Philadelphia, Pittsburgh and Lehigh
Valley Sections. District 4 will be combined with District 5 to
form Region 2. District 5 is made up of the National Capital,
Maryland and Delaware Sections. Bylaws, rules and operating
budgets must be drafted for the newly formed Regions.
Working with members from the other Sections within the new
Region 2 and national officers, we are currently in the process of
developing a transition plan and other details necessary for the
successful implementation of the Regional Governance
Structure. In the current DRAFT form, the Region 2 Board of
Governors will be comprised of six (6) Region 2 Govenors and
the Region 2 Society Director. Four (4) At-Large Governors
will be elected to a three year term. Two (2) Governors will be
appointed by the sitting Board to a three year term. The terms
will be staggered so that two Governors rotate on the Board of
Governors each year. As stated previously, bylaws, rules and
budgets are currently being drafted for review and approval by
all Section of Region 2. Governors on the Regional Board will
serve an important role in the success of the Region. We will be
looking for qualified candidates to serve on the Board of
Governors. The Central Pennsylvania Section has always had
strong leaders who would be ideally suited for these positions.
More details will be forthcoming on the Region 2 formation. If
you are interested in being nominated for one of these Governors
positions or are interested in details of the transition from the
District 4 Council to the Region 2 Board of Governors, please
contact Joe O’Neil at 717.730.6032 or joneil@wbcm.com., he
would be more than happy to provide available information.

Dr. Russo has been involved in infrastructure hardening for the
anti-terrorism protection of bridges and numerous bridge and
transportation projects throughout the State.

FOURTH ANNUAL HARLEMAN LECTURE SET

Dr. Gerald E. Galloway, Jr., P.E., will deliver the 2005 annual
"D. R. F. Harleman Honorary Lecture in Water Resources
Engineering" on Thursday, November 3, 2005, tentatively in the
Applied Research Laboratory (ARL) auditorium on the Penn
State's University Park campus. If the venue is changed, an
announcement will be placed on Greg Rogalski's Web site. The
presentation will be held at 4:30 PM and will be preceded by a
reception in the auditorium foyer at 4:00 PM. Also, please note
the change in the lecture's title to "Water Rresources
Engineering” from "Environmental Fluid Mechanics". The
lecture is free and open to the public. The topic as yet is
unknown, but is sure to be of interest to water resources
engineers. Dr. Peggy Johnson, Professor of Civil and
Environmental Engineering at Penn State, is in charge of the
lecture.

Dr. Galloway is currently a Glenn L. Martin Professor of
Engineering at the University of Maryland, College Park and a
senior consultant to the Titan Corporation in Reston, VA. He is
a West Point graduate who retired from the Army in 1995 as a
Brigadier General. A civil engineer, public administrator, and
geographer, he also serves as a water resources and flood
mitigation consultant to a variety of national and international
government organizations. He served as a Presidential appointee
to the Mississippi River Commission. Among his many awards
is the Julian Hinds Award of the Environmental and Water
Resources Institute of ASCE. This year he was elected to the
grade of Honorary Diplomat by the American Academy of
Water Resource Engineers. He is also a member of the National
Academy of Engineering. One of his Master's degrees is in
Public Administration from Penn State Harrisburg.



PENNSY SUPPLY AND HACC CONCRETE
CHALLENGE COMPETITION

On Wednesday, May 25, a Concrete Challenge Competition was
held at Pennsy Supply, Inc. Laboratory and Material Testing
Center on Paxton Street, Harrisburg. This was the Inaugural
Annual competition that Pennsy Supply sponsored in close
cooperation with the Civil Technology Program of the
Harrisburg Area Community College (HACC) and local high
schools. The goal of this competition was to promote knowledge
of concrete and its use to high school students.

Pennsy Supply’s proposal to organize this contest was initiated
by Mr. Milan Lipensky, a Concrete Quality Control Manager.
The idea was presented to HACC’s administration and was
accepted without hesitation, recognizing that this will be an
excellent educational experience for all participants.

The primary assignment of the high school students was to
produce several cylinders of concrete of various strengths. Prior
to testing, the students had to study all components of concrete,
including plain and enhanced with admixtures, support the work
with computations, and mix several batches of concrete. All
work started in October 2004 and continued to May 2005. On
the day of competition, the samples of concrete were tested and
the forces to break them were measured at Pennsy Supply’s
Laboratory and Material Testing Center. The students’ ability to
design concrete to match or exceed predetermined strength and
weight characteristics was evaluated by HACC’s judges.

Two high schools competed against each other. The Dauphin
County Vo-Tech team was headed by the Masonry Instructor,
Mr. Michael Zorek. The students of the Harrisburg Career and
Technology Academy worked under the guidance of the
Masonry Instructor Mr. Terry Miller. A desire to learn more and
to take pride in their schools was a driving force for the students
of both teams. These factors have played a major part in getting
students to participate in the contest.

HACC'’s role in this competition was many fold. Two Civil
Technology senior students, Bill Warden and Ben Smith, with
the help of Professor Janka Ovcharovichova, PE visited the high
schools and the Pennsy Supply site numerous times to make this
Concrete Challenge contest a success. They prepared a complete
set of contest rules, in accordance with the American Concrete
Institute. They also compiled handouts about concrete for the
participating students to help them answer questions during the
oral presentations. Finally, they judged the contest. All
associated work was part of the Capstone Project, a required
course for graduation.

The Concrete Challenge contest was made possible through
major contributions of materials. Both Mr. Don Ford of
Admixtures, Inc., and Mr. Ryan Jacoby of Lehigh Cement
Company, Inc. provided generous material donations to both
high schools.

At the end of the competition, Pennsy Supply, Inc. donated a set
of tools and supplies in the amount of approximately $600 to
both high schools, to award the students and to motivate the
teams for participation in the Second Annual Concrete
Challenge competition. All participants enjoyed the day of

competition at the Pennsy Supply premises in a friendly
environment with food and beverages. Each participant received
a T-shirt, and Commemorative Plagues were issued to both high
schools and HACC.

Together, the educators and the organizers hope this contest will
help to promote the understanding of  concrete, and its many
uses to the younger  generation. Concrete has been used for a
long time, but there are still many new and exciting
advancements coming in the future. Pennsy  Supply’s Concrete
Challenge is a competition where  everyone wins. The
knowledge expansion based on the hands-on work was the
primary interest to organize this contest. The goal for next
year is to expand this contest and motivate more high  school
teams to participate.

After more than a year of extending the old ¢
transportation act, the U.S. Congress passed a
transportation bill that will provide $286 billion é\ 2
in funding for highway, transit, and other e
projects throughout the country. The new m

legislation, called SAFETEA-LU will cover the Em=r=my
next six years.

The Pennsylvania legislature recently amended legislation
governing reimbursements for public school construction to
reward schools built to green standards defined by the U.S.
Green Building Council with additional funding. Under the
amended law, a new school that meets the Silver certification
requirements of USGBC’s Leadership in Energy and
Environmental Design (LEED®) program will receive ten
percent more funding.
